Hybla Valley area on Richmond Highway.
After completing the vision plan, staff
applied for a National Endowment for the
Arts Excellence in Design Grant to fund the
project, and a decision on the grant will be

made in April 2009.

The SFDC Board worked with local
residents and the Mount Vernon Planning
Commissioner to submit six nominations
for consideration in the 2008 BRAC Area
Plan Review (APR) process. Due to his
commitment to the area, SFDC Board
President Rick Neel was appointed to the
APR Citizen Task Force.

Continuing the tradition of the Mary
Thonen awards, the SFDC honored
businesses on Richmond Highway who
go above and beyond in landscaping their
properties and promoted those businesses
in local news publications. The FY 2008
recipients were: Lockheed Exxon, Mount

Vernon Square Apartments and Mr. Kleen
Car Wash.

With the Mount Vernon Supervisor, Gerry
Hyland and the Mount Vernon Police
Department, the SFDC worked to discourage
illegal dumping on a vacant lot, which

has reduced the abnormally large number

of birds on the site. These actions have
saved surrounding property owners tens of
thousands of dollars in repairs due to bird

feces damage.

The SFDC continued work with the County

to clean-up illegal signs and sign clutter.

The major initiative of this committee has
been the Richmond Highway Wayfinding

Program. Accomplishments include:

*  Completed a sign design that creates

a unique and consistent identity for

Richmond Highway.

* Held two public information sessions to

gather public input on sign design.

*  Collaborated with Visit Fairfax on the
potential for a county-wide signage
program, including a meeting with the
County Executive.

*  The SFDC has been included as the
final Wayfinding pilot project in the
Commonwealth of Virginia, thanks to a
letter from the Board of Directors to the
Virginia State Traffic Engineer.

*  Developed programming for 145 sign

locations, identifying and pursuing

surveying needs for sign locations prior to

installation.

Hired a GIS Mapping intern who created
an overlay of existing VDOT and Fairfax
County maps for sign placement. The
database is available for future survey work.

Met with the National Trust for Historic
Preservation regarding the design as it
relates to Woodlawn Plantation. As a
result, the Federal Highway Administration
verbally committed to work with the SFDC
in offsetting the cost of fabrication and

installation for Woodlawn signs.

Secured $5,000 in grant funds from
the Fairfax County Neighborhood
Enhancement Partnership for use in the

Wayfinding Initiative.

Developed a budget and schedule for

feasible sign installation as early as Summer

2009.
